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About the course

The course Postgenomic Plant Biology deals with plant biology/ biotechnology in the postgenomic era.

The students will be introduced to whole-system approaches to basic questions. 

The course consists of lectures in the current technology on generation of mutants, microarray, proteomics, metabolite profiling, sequence analysis, generation of phylogenetic trees, as well as transcriptional gene silencing. 
Current literature will be discussed in journal clubs. In the afternoon, computer exercises will give the students hands-on experience on analysis of array data, metabolite profiles, proteomics, sequences in phylogenetic trees with bootstrap values, plus ensure that the students are familiar with relevant websites in plant science. 

The course will enable the students to make use of the tools available in the postgenomic era.
